Science and DT
Our Science is all about materials and their
properties. We will be doing some experiments
and continuing our work on improving our
scientific skills. In our DT lessons we will be
tasting bread, making salt dough and eventually
making our own bread!
Key vocabulary- properties, opaque,
transparent, rigid, strong, strength,  bending,
squashing, squeezing, absorbent, translucent,
materials
