Even if a

little under the weather please still bring them in, if you feel they are well enough for school,

we can always contact you if we need to. A reminder regarding term time holidays and the new

regulations. I shared the updated DfE information with you earlier in the year, it can be

accessed on the school website if you want to read again, but term time holidays won’t be

authorised and a holiday of 5 days or more will mean a fine from the Local Education Authority.

Ten unauthorised days absence in 10 weeks will also warrant a referral to the Local Authority. 

These are not our rules but the DfEs and school doesn’t financially benefit from any fines, it

just creates additional work and referral forms. Some parents seem to have been shocked with

the new fining system despite it being shared.
